Annual Meeting Minutes

Quorum was established, we had twelve (12) homeowners in attendance and had received twenty-nine (29) proxies.  Per the Association’s Covenants & Bylaws a quorum is 34 homeowners present or by proxy.

Meeting called to order by President John Musciano at 6:35 p.m.

Minutes of the 2008 Annual Meeting were reviewed by the attending members.  It was moved Jeannine Natterman to approve the minutes as presented and seconded by Ron Welch.  Motion approved unanimously.

President’s Report-John Musciano spoke about the various elements that are effecting the annual dues.  Water, sewer, and storm drainage were the areas we are seeing the greatest increases from year to year.  

No increase in the monthly dues and we will tighten down on expenses this year.  The one project we are looking at will be the replacement of the rock retaining wall on the east side of the Association’s property.

Mr. Musciano’s goal has always been to maintain a quality of life in the Association and maintain the value of the townhomes and property.  This winter we have seen an increase of trash receptacles being left outside in the common area on a daily basis.

Committee Report-Architecturally, requests this year were mostly about the replacement of windows and some fence extensions.

Election of Directors-Three directors terms have expired and they all have agreed to run for office again.  Those terms that have expired belong to John Musciano, Judy Hershiser and Fred Brooks.  No nominations were made.  All were re-elected for another 3 years.   A motion by Marjorie Houldieson to accept all three by affirmation.  Second by Diane Fisher.  All but one were in favor.

Business

A. Non-Profit Tax Resolution-It was moved by Becky Mock to approve this resolution and seconded by Kathy Palmtag.  Motion passed unanimously.

B. Aesthetic Provisions-A new law concerning energy efficient devices was discussed and the Board of Directors have signed off on this issue and will be placed on the Association’s website.

There being no further business to discuss the meeting was adjourned.  Motion by Mr. Welch and second by Betsy Mock.
