Annual Meeting Minutes

We established a quorum with 23 proxies and 12 homeowners attending in person.  According to the Association’s documents, a quorum is 25% of 135 homeowners.   

John Musciano, President of the Board of Directors called the 2010 Annual meeting to order.

Annual Meeting minutes from the 2009 Annual Meeting were reviewed by the attending homeowners.  It was moved by Becky Mock to approve the minutes as presented.  Second by Fred Brooks.  Meeting minutes were approved unanimously.

Architectural Committee Report-Mary Beth Brooks reported that over the past year an number of homeowners have replaced window on their homes.  Windows must be replaced with same design as existed prior to replacement.  Fences were also a big item during 2009.  Many fences were replaced and extended outwards as allowed per the covenants.  Other fences were only replaced.

Newsletters do remind owners that an architectural approval is necessary and the application may be found on the Association’s website.

Election to the Board of Directors-This year we have two board members that have terms expiring.  Mary Beth Brooks will run again however Marjorie Houldieson has decided not too.  Nominations from the floor were requested and Becky Mock volunteered to run.

No other nominations came forward, with this Fred Brooks moved to close nominations and this was seconded by Jackie Seres.  Motion approved.

Since we have two openings and only two nominations, both were elected by acclamation.

Business

A. Non-Profit Tax Resolution-It was moved by Becky Mock to approve this tax resolution for 2010 and seconded by Marjorie Houldieson.  Motion approved.

B. City of Littleton Notice of  Increase- The city has again increased the sewer fee and the end result will be that the summer of 2010 will see a fee of $24,000.00. This prompted the Board to increase the assessments to $10.00 to $160.00 a month to meet the new expenses.

C. Retaining Wall-This will complete the retaining wall replacement on the property.  Slaton Bros. will conduct the repairs as soon as the weather permits.

D. Year End Financials were given to all homeowners in the Annual Meeting mailing as was the 2010 Budget.
