Board of Directors Meeting

March 9, 2010

Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at John Musciano’s home at 6:30 pm.  Those attending the meeting included Mary Beth and Fred Brooks and Becky Mock.  Earl Johnson from Western States and Richard Johnston, Attorney also attended.

Election of Officers-it was moved by Fred Brooks to keep the officers the same for the year 2010.  Second by Becky Mock.  Motion approved unanimously.

Meeting minutes for the November 2009 Board meeting were reviewed.  It was moved by Mary Beth Brooks to accept the minutes as presented.  Second by Fred Brooks.  Minutes were approved unanimously.

Guest-Richard Johnston, attorney for the Association attended the meeting to speak about amending the covenants insurance section.  He explained that at this point and time the Association is responsible for losses even if the loss is by negligence.  Other problems also exist that would be corrected with this amendment.  We will need 67% approval from homeowners to get this amendment passed.  Mr. Johnston will draw up the amendment and also a cover letter explaining why the amendment is important to the Association. Motion to approve this amendment by Fred Brooks and second by Becky Mock.  Motion passed unanimously.

Committee Report-Over the past couple of months we have had 3 ACC request, 2 for window replacements and one on landscaping.  The landscape approval is on hold at this moment until further inspection.

Old Business

A. Roofing-Proposals are coming in on the replacement of the all the roofs.  Specifications have been drawn up and provided to the roofing contractors.  Proposals will be dropped off to the Board members to review and a meeting set up to discuss the findings and to award the roofing job.  

B. Retaining wall is complete. It was installed by Slaton Bros. at a cost of just over 13K.  

C. Concrete repairs were discussed.  Drive ways, and sidewalk repairs are the main issue.  An inspection and a cost will be determined in the upcoming months.

New Business

A. Waste Management Contract was approved.  The new rate for trash removal will be $992.00 per month, not including the monthly fuel surcharge which varies month to month depending on the fuel costs.

B. Landscape Contract for 2010-There are several issues that would need to be negotiated with DLC and this will take place over the next couple of weeks.

C. Snow Removal-The current policy is to remove snow along the street side walk at 4 inches and to plow the private drives at the same amount.  The driveways and walkway to each front door is the responsibility of the homeowner.  This year with all the cold weather and snow we have experienced frozen gutters on most of the buildings.  This has created icy areas on the walkways.  It was decided if a homeowner calls concerned about the ice build up on the walks that ice melt will dropped off at the unit for the use of that particular homeowner.

Financials-After two months in the new year we have expensed $21,761.38 with a budget of $20,010.00.  Delinqencies have increased to a level of $16467.00.
