Business

A. Roofing-The new roof installation is complete along with new 5” gutters and 3x4 downspouts.  We have applied for the remaining hail money to pay the contractor.  We have approx. 4 homeowners who for whatever reason, want their downspout placed on the fence.  They will given letter that this location will have to change.

B. Glenn Gerlach-His request for the amendment to his driveway has been denied.  The reason for the denial is that his design would be different than others and would not meet the current accepted design agreed upon by the ACC and the Board of Directors.  Mr. Gerlach will be given a letter concerning this decision.

Motion by Fred Brooks to deny the request and seconded by Becky Mock.  Approved unanimously.

C. Sewer and Waste Water Billing-Currently, the Association pays this bill in the month of July placing a severe strain on the cash flow.  City of Littleton will bill the individual homeowner on this fee.  It was decided to let the City bill the homeowner directly.  Motion by Fred Brooks and second by Judy Hershiser.  Motion approved unanimously.

D. Letter will be sent to Darlene Winter concerning the dying Aspen tree next to her home.  It is believed that she planted the tree, making it her responsibility to remove it.
